Summer Program Highlights
July 19 th Organic Gardening Workshop at La Plaza Cultur al -
Armando Perez Garden. Gerard Lordahl, Director of the Open
Space Greening Program of CENYC discussed what 'organic' means
and gave practical advice on how to fertilize plants, promote
healthy soil and manage pests using organic methods.  Afterwards,
GTstaff distributed fish emulsion fertilizer , soil pH testing kits, sea -
weed and Organic Gardening magazines.

July 9 th Caring for Young Street Trees Workshop. GT teamed up
with the P artnerships for Parks and the New York Tree Trust to teach
volunteers how to care for young street trees near their communi -
ty gardens and throughout their neighborhoods. Laura W ooley, of
the New York Tree Trust, demonstrates how a tree gator is used to
easily drip irrigate a street tree. Other useful tips included remov -
ing weeds from tree beds, mulching and landscaping with shallow
rooted plants that will support a street tree's growth.
