Winterizing Your Garden:

Helpful Tips for Making It through the Cold

ASSESSMENT: Start off by assessing what needstbe done
in your garden in oder to close up until sgng. Eery garden is
different depending upon what'shere. Ceate a dhecklist of
what needs® be done. Theoflowing lis may help yu:

1. Clean up: Pull up all emaining plant magrial and place it in
your conpost. Be sue to harvest seeds bebrehand if ypu want
to save them Dr next season. If applants shav signs of dis
ease, don't corpost them. Thow them in he trash. Also, ake
fallen leases inb piles. Yu can conpost them or sae them D
use as mulb.

2. Prune: Cut bad ary foliage that looks diseased on tes and
herbaceous peennials. DO NDT cut bak good gowth.

3. Weed: It is inportant to prevent unwanted plants fom
becoming esablished trough the winter. This will ma& things
easier br you when yu begin seeding and planting imé

spring.

4. Plant: Spring blooming bulbs subk as dafodils or tulips mg
be planed up until mid-December

5. Mulch: All broad-leaved perennials should be muleed.
Leaves or graw work well to provide root insulation.

6. Prepare for Snow: Get your sidewalk salt, ice beakers and
snow shovels ready and sé up a sheeling schedule. As grden
stewards you are responsible br keeping adjacent sidevalks
safe for pededrians. The ihter Supply Pidkup is an &cellent
opportunity to stock up on supplies. See pagl in his guide.

7. Drain Rainwater Harvesters: If you have a minwater har
vester in your garden, you need b drain it b prevent the water
inside fom freezing, whit could hen damag fucets or

pipes.
